Kathleen Mencotti attended Michigan State University and graduated with a degree in biology in 1978.  She earned her Master’s Degree in Biology from the University of Detroit in 1984.  During the past 29 years she has been a science teacher as well as the  chairperson for the Middle School Science Department at Detroit Country Day Middle School in Beverly Hills, Michigan. 
During her time as a science teacher, Kathleen has mentored more than a thousand middle-school students as they prepared science fair projects for the Detroit Country Day School Science Fair and encouraged them to enter the Science and Engineering Fair of Metropolitan Detroit.   In addition, she coached a Science Olympiad team for 20 years and served as the director of the Oakland County Science Olympiad for two years.

Currently, Kathleen is a trip director for a 7th-grade science trip to Florida each February, where students study nature and technology using Merritt Island National Wildlife Refuge as well as classes provided by Disney World. She is also leading a Young Inventor’s Club, and was instrumental in the development of the Ovshinsky Science Lecture Series at Detroit Country Day, which features lectures on prominent energy topics each March.
